Workplace Hearing Safety Tips

e Take control of your hearing in the workplace by practicing workplace hearing safety and monitoring your exposure to

hazardous noises.

e Use protective ear wear whenever you are working in loud environments, such as on the factory line or in production

environments.

e Decrease the length and exposure of the noise you do experience because hearing loss is irreversible by regeneration

or medical procedure.

e Utilize and wear hearing conservation devices, such as earplugs and earmuffs. Ensure that the device has an airtight
seal, which ensures that the loud sounds will not penetrate your eardrums.

e Use noise-cancelling headphones if you are recording live music. The ear protection devices should be used at work,
as well as when you are home performing routine tasks, such as mowing the lawn or using chainsaws to trim foliage.

e Extremely hazardous noises experienced up close, such as a firecracker, can damage your hearing permanently on

the spot.
